1. Purpose

The purpose of this Procedure is to outline consistent procedures, protocols, and responsibilities to permit the
placement of election signage on public property in the Town of High River.

2. Scope

This Procedure applies to all government election signage allowed to be placed on public property within the
boundaries of the Town of High River.

3. Authority
The CAO is responsible for approving procedures that are consistent with the accompanying policy as approved
by Council.

Bylaw Services will be responsible for ensuring the compliance and enforcement of the Election Signage
procedure and they will monitor election sign placement.

Legislative Services will be responsible for overseeing and reviewing the policy and procedure.

4. Definitions

CAO means the Chief Administrative Officer for the Town of High River.

Election Campaign is an organized effort which seeks to create awareness of a political party and/or candidate
for the purposes of a federal, provincial or municipal election.

Election Sign means a sign that is one or two sided but supported by two (2) posts and that announces or
supports political candidates or issues in connection with any vote or referendum pursuant to municipal,
provincial, or federal legislation.

Land Use Bylaw is the most current, approved version of the Town of High River Land Use Bylaw.
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5. Regulations

5.1. Signage Location

On private property, as per the approved Land Use Bylaw

On public lands in designated election sign sites only (Reference Appendix A - Election Signage Site
Map).

Only on the approved election signage site locations as follows:

Site 1 - East corner of Highwood Village Gate NW and Longview/Coal Trail NW.
Site 2 - East side of the Centre Street N at the intersection of 7t Street NW.
Site 3 - East corner of High Country Drive NW and Centre Street N.

Site 4 - Northwest corner of Macleod Trail SW and Centre Street S.

Site 5 - Northwest and Southeast corners at the traffic circle on 12 Avenue SE and Centre
Street S.

Site 6 - Northwest corner of 5t Street SE and 3 Avenue SE.
Site 7 - Northeast corner of 12th Avenue SE and 5t Street SE.
Site 8 - Southeast corner of 12t Avenue SE and 10t Street SE.

Site 9 - Northeast corner of 12t Avenue SE and the South portion of the intersection at 12t
Avenue SE and 18t% Street SE.

Site 10 - Northeast corner of Hampton Hills Drive NE and 20t Street NE.

5.2 Permitting
Any election sign that meets the requirements as outlined in this Procedure and the Land Use Bylaw does not
require a development permit.

5.3 Style of Signage
Each sign must identify an election campaign. The following types of signs will not be allowed:

Any sign that is considered permanent

Any sign that requires installation other than by manual means

Any sign that displays a light

Any sign that has any moving or rotating part

Any sign that bears a legend that in any way imitates a standard or commonly used highway traffic
sign

Any sign that is deemed by the CAQ to be inappropriate or offensive

5.4 Size of Signage
The maximum size for an election sign is outlined in the Land Use Bylaw and is as follows:

Temporary free standing or fascia signs cannot exceed 32 sq. feet in area or 5 ft. in height and
must be intended for identifying an election campaign;
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5.5 Duration of Signage
Given the length of campaign periods is different at all levels of government, election signage may be
displayed for the following periods of time:

5.5.1 Municipal Elections - election day is the 3 Monday in October every 4 years and Nomination Day
is four (4) weeks prior to election day. Election signage may be displayed starting four (4) weeks
prior to Election Day.

5.5.2  Provincial and Federal Elections - Election signage may be displayed immediately following the
official call for an election.

5.5.3 All election signage must be removed within seven (7) days following the election.

5.6 Quantity, Placement & Safety

The acceptable locations for election sign placement is outlined in the Election Signage Site Map (Appendix A).
The intent of the prescribed sites is to limit sign clutter but allow flexibility in sign placement in highly visible
and geographically significant areas. It is expected that candidates will be courteous of other candidates.

5.6.1 The maximum quantity of signs per Election Signage Site per candidate is eight (8);

5.6.2 Election signage is permitted on public property as long as it does not impede traffic safety;

5.6.3 Signs that restrict distance or create a safety concern, which is at the discretion of the Town, will
be removed immediately and relocated by the sign owner. If not removed by the sign owner, Bylaw
Services will remove the offending signs;

5.6.4  Where removal of the signs is necessary, the signs shall be carefully removed and not damaged or
destroyed and stored at the nearest maintenance yard until the campaign manager is notified and
can arrange to have them picked up;

5.6.5 Any sign placed outside of the prescribed boundaries will be removed and disposed of;

5.6.6  Any person placing a sign that penetrates the ground is responsible for ensuring they do not
interfere with underground utilities. Utility locates can be obtained from Alberta One Call
(www.albertaonecall.com);

5.6.7  Any persons working near a highway should wear reflective vests. Election signs should be installed
during daylight hours only.

5.6.8 Vehicles used for transporting signs must be legally parked.

5.7 Maintenance

During the allowable sign placement period, the Election Signage Sites are to be monitored by the candidates.
The candidates are responsible for maintenance of their signs and general litter management at the site.
Signage that is not maintained in a reasonable manner will be removed and disposed of. Maintenance may
include and is not limited to: removal of vandalism, wind damage and unkempt signage.

The Town of High River will not perform standard maintenance of the Election Signage Sites (mowing and litter
picking) during the permitted sign placement period.
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6 Damage to Public Lands
Any damages occurring to public lands as a result or sign placement or access to the sites will be required to be

rehabilitated by the offending sign owner(s). Ongoing repeated damage to public lands as a result of election
signage placement may result in discontinuation of the provision for placement of election signage.

Approval

This procedure will come into force and effect upon signature by the Chief Administrative Officer.
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
